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The abstract should be written in up to 250 words, using font size 11, Calibri, justified, and single-line spacing. Please leave one line between paragraphs and do not indent the text. All abstracts should be written in English.

If necessary, any bibliographic sources should be presented with numbers in brackets (i.e., ‘[ ]’) in the abstract and listed at the end of the manuscript, according to their order in the text. References should be presented in the reference style shown at the end of this page (font size 10, Calibri).

Page size is A4, and page margins are set at 2.5 cm from right, left, top, and bottom. Lines should be aligned to the right, and there should be no text hyphenation. Pages should not be numbered. Abstracts should not exceed 2 pages, including any references, if any.

The abstract will be used by the Scientific Committee as the basis for determining whether it will be accepted for oral and poster presentation. Authors are requested to submit extended abstracts in electronic form (Word or similar form), using the website of the IDRiM2026 Conference.
